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Study Buddies is a faith-based after school tutoring program for elementary school
children. At Study Buddies each child will have their own tutor. One-on-one tutoring (1 child; 1
tutor) helps to build relationships and trust between the tutor and child so as to enable tutors to
better understand and meet the child’s educational needs.

Study Buddies meets every Tuesday and Thursday from 3:00 to 5:00 at Britton Christian
Church, 922 NW 91*. We pick the children up from Britton Elem. School at 3:00pm. Parents are
responsible for picking up their children from the church at 5:00pm. Failure to pick your
child(ren) up at 5:00pm may result in your child(ren) being suspended from the program.

When the children arrive at 3:00pm they are served a hot meal by Ms. Bettye, the church
cook. After eating, the kids play on the playground or have games in the gym before having a
lesson on character development. These lessons are based on biblical truths such as love, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, gentleness, faithfulness, self control, forgiveness, etc. For more
information about Britton Christian Church please go to http://www.brittonchurch.com/about/.

Tutors arrive a few minutes before 4:00pm. At 4:00pm the kids begin their homework
with their tutor, as well as reading, math flashcards, etc. We also have workbook pages in the
different subject areas for the children to work on with their tutors.

Study Buddies follows the school calendar, so when school is out, we will not meet. This
includes snow or bad weather days. If uncertain, call the church at 848-2046 OR 848-2686.

Study Buddies will begin the fourth (4™) Tuesday following the beginning of classes.
This gives your child time to settle into the school routine for the year. In order for your child to
be enrolled in Study Buddies, you must have this form turned in to Britton Christian Church, 922
NW 92" NO LATER THAN the second (Z"d)T uesday following the beginning of classes.

This program was designed with the intention of partnering with parents to meet their
child’s educational needs. If you know of anyone who may be a great fit for tutoring the kids who
attend Study Buddies or if you are interested in volunteering as a tutor, please contact Tré Clark
at Britton Christian Church.
